Melnyk V. The Peace of
Nisibis (298 AD): the issues of
international legal personality in
the relations between the Roman
Empire and Sasanian Iran

The article is devoted to important
aspects of the theory and history of
international law of late antiquity.
The focus of the author’s attention is
the year 298 AD and the Conclusion
of a Peace Agreement between the
Roman Empire and Sasanian Iran in
the Mesopotamian city of Nisibis. The
key events of the Roman-Persian war
of 296-298 AD are characterized, as
like as the influence of Diocletian’s
administrative  reforms and the
introduction of the tetrarchy regime
in the Roman Empire. The political
role of Diocletian’s junior co-ruler —
Emperor Galerius is noted. A series of
successful military operations in 297-
298 AD allowed the Romans to capture
the capital of Iran (Ctesiphon) . So, the
Nisibis Peace Treaty defined several
[fundamental provisions related to
the sphere of historical territorial
rights of the states of that time. The
main treaty article: Sasanian Iran
renounced its ownership of Georgia
and  Armenia. Accordingly, the
rulers of Armenia and Georgia were
subject to the Roman Empire from
the point of view of official Persian
authority. The border between the
Roman Empire and Sasanian Iran
was formally established along the
Tigris River. In addition, large areas
of Mesopotamia were transferred to
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the jurisdiction of the Roman Empire.
Instead, Diocletian authorized
his  representative to recognize
Ctesiphon, temporarily occupied by
the Romans, as the Iranian capital.
At the same time, there was no talk
of the Romans renouncing formal
claims to the region of Babylonia.
In  Osroene, Mesopotamia, Syria,
and Arabia, the Roman authorities
began to build a large-scale line of
[ortifications. The special status
of the border Roman city of Nisibis
deserves historical attention. Thanks
to the peace agreement of 298 AD,
this city turned into a Factory and
gained the privilege of being the only
legally regulated place of Roman-
Iranian trade. Therefore, Nisibis
claimed the position of transshipment
center of the caravan route — the
Great Silk Road. In any case, the
Peace of Nisibis 298 AD declared the
fact of mutual recognition of legal
subjectivity by the Roman Empire and
Sasanian Iran. Both political entities
identified themselves as full-fledged
states. As equal participants in
international legal relations, Persia
and Rome demonstrated the priority
of their dictates over the rights of
dependent political entities (for
example, Armenia or Georgia).
